The VAD is located in the centre of the
sensor, so can be viewed from all angles.
Suitable for ceiling mounting the VAD
distributes light in a cylindrical pattern to
achieve the required minimum illumination
of 0.4lux over the entire coverage area in
accordance with EN54-23.

The maximum mounting height is 3m with a
coverage diameter of 7.5m.

For smaller areas the device can be
programmed on-site for coverage diameter
of 3m or 5m at reduced power.
